 Our preliminary jurisdictional determination (PJD) indicates your proposed project 
site may include Waters of the United States, including wetlands.  Your proposed 
project site is located within Section(s) 10 of Township 05 North, Range 45 East, near 
latitude 43.779355º N and longitude -111.125961º W, in Teton County, near Tetonia, 
Idaho.  Your request has been assigned file number NWW-2023-00557-I04, which 
should be referred to in future correspondence with our office regarding this site. 
 
 Enclosed are two copies of the Preliminary Jurisdictional Determination Form and a 
map showing the approximate boundaries that may be Water(s) of the U.S., including 
wetlands, for the subject property.
